Journalism Requirements

Hours required: 45 minimum of professional courses (Journalism, Telecommunications, Visual Communications and Photography). To graduate, 128 of your 192 hours must be in non-professional courses. Sequence requirements do not always equal 45 hours so electives will be necessary. To receive the BSJ, students must be enrolled in the School of Journalism for their last 45 hours at OU. Completing this checksheet may not mean all requirements are met. It is the student's responsibility to meet all of Ohio University's requirements for graduation.
